CUSTOMS AND EXCISE ACT 1996

CUSTOMS (CERTIFICATES OF CLEARANCE) AMENDMENT RULES
2017

PURSUANT to Section 288(1)(c) and 288(12) of the Customs and Excise Act 1996, the
chief executive hereby makes the following amendment rules prescribing the forms of
certificates of clearance to be issued.

RULES

1. Title, Commencement, and Purpose

(1) These rules may be cited as the Customs (Certificates of Clearance)
Amendment Rules 2017.

(2) These rules shall come into force on 30 November 2017.

(3) These rules shall apply for the purposes of inserting a new prescribed form in
the Principal Rules.

2. Interpretation
In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) The term "the Act" means the Customs and Excise Act 1996.

(b) Any terms used in these rules which are defined in Section 2 of the Act shall
have the meanings given to them by that section.

(c) The term “the Principal Rules” means the Customs (Certificates of Clearance)
Rules 2004.

3. Principal Rules Amended

(1) Rule 3(1) is amended as follows:
(a) the following is inserted in its appropriate alphabetical order:
“Trade Single Window"” means a computer system that forms part of the
JBMS.
(2) Rule 4 is amended by inserting the following after rule 4(c):
(d) In Form C3Cfor ships or boats (other than small craft) following the
delivery of an advance notice of departure to Customs via the Trade
Single Window.

4. Rules to Continue in Force

The Principal Rules to continue in force except to the extent they are amended by
these Rules.
